 Are the words “coming”, “watch”, “wait”,

lists?  Maybe the last two, but not many would 
have on their list “watch”, “wait”, and “prepare”.  
But these are the words of Advent.  Advent is the 
four Sundays before Christmas.  Advent is defined 
from the Latin word adventus meaning coming, 
the coming of Christ.  This is thought of in two 
ways; the celebration of God coming into the 
world through Christ over 2,000 years ago to live 
among humanity.  And the  second coming of 
Christ to usher in the rest of the Kingdom of God 
on earth.  The practice of this time is believed to 
have begun around 480 A.D.   
 
 We practice Advent in the Church by 
lighting a new candle on our Advent wreath 
each of the four Sundays and on Christmas Eve.  
We also read and study the Scriptures of the  
coming of the Messiah as told in the Prophets of 
the Old Testament and in the Gospels.  This builds 
anticipation and it is a time to prepare our hearts, 
minds and souls for Christ’s rebirth with us each 
year.
