I look forward to
sharing music with you, having conversations about
popular culture, drinking coffee (lots and lots of
coffee), attending school board meetings, attending
community events, and introducing you to my wife
Gretchen and my children, Annie and Hunter. I am
excited to see the possibilities that may still need to
come to light.

For now, I hold you in prayer. Deeply enjoy and
celebrate this time of worship and service with Pastor
Rick. Make more memories and celebrate your time in
the community together. It will be my blessing to join
you in July.
