I want to thank everyone in our congregation that 
has sent in contributions during the past year to 
help reduce and payoff the last remaining Building 
Loan owed by Temecula United Methodist Church. 
Once this loan is paid off, TUMC will for the first 
time in years be debt free. During last fall’s steward-
ship program, we unfortunately forgot to include 
the need for this funding in our campaign. As of 
this month, TUMC has a remaining loan balance of 
approximately $32,000 and our monthly payment is 
about $1,950.00.  We have noticed over the last 
few months less and less donations being made to 
the mortgage reduction fund.  Even though we 
have not been receiving donations, TUMC still has 
to make the monthly mortgage payment. To meet 
these payments, we have to use other funds for this 
commitment.  
 
If we could begin receiving additional donations for 
the mortgage reduction program, we could retire 
this debt in less than two years. Though the amount 
is not overwhelming, it is an obligation we must 
meet. I ask all TUMC members and friends to give 
careful consideration to making a donation to the 
church to help us reduce this debt and eventually 
pay it off.
